General Welfare Requirement: Safeguarding and Promoting Children’s Welfare

The provider must take necessary steps to safeguard and promote the welfare of children.


Safeguarding children

1.21 Safeguarding children (E-Safety)

(Little Fishes Pre-School does not connect to the Internet on the premises and therefore the children do not have access to the Internet.  If, in the future, we decide to connect to the Internet then this policy will be updated with due regard to our local LSCB.)

Social networking sites (e.g. Facebook)

· Staff of Little Fishes Pre-School are not allowed to specify which pre-school they are employed with on social networking accounts.

· Staff are prohibited from being ‘social networking friends’ with parents of children who attend the pre-school.  The exception to this is a parent who is a member of staff and therefore, in this policy, are treated as a staff member i.e. can be social networking friends with other staff but not with other parents.  Where a staff member is shown to have breached this policy they will be asked to remove the parent from their contact list.

· Staff members with social networking accounts must set their privacy levels on their accounts to maximum i.e. only people on their friend’s list should be able to view their pictures/private information, etc.  This can be done in Facebook by going to Account > Privacy Settings and adjusting the parameters accordingly. 

This policy safeguards the children and the staff who are employed at Little Fishes Pre-School.
